Therefore, as
Orthodox Christians, we honor the beloved saints of God, respect-
ing them as keepers of God’s commandments, shining examples of
virtue and benefactors of humanity. We commemorate all of the
holy ones every year on this day, as the list of saints ever increas-
es, even though some of their names escape us. Nevertheless, we
honor them for their piety and strive to imitate their good works.

By the intercessions of Thine immaculate Mother, O Christ God,
and of all Thy Saints from the beginning of time, have mercy and
save us, since Thou alone art good and the Lover of mankind.

We
tell them that we expect them to do better and that we
still love them. So it is with the Orthodox sacrament of confession.
All of us are sinners who carry about the weight of our sins. Over
time, these really pile up and get in the way of our relationship
with the Lord. We wonder if we are still properly prepared to re-
ceive Communion. In the Russian church, folks are expected to go
to confession before every receipt of the Holy Gifts. For many of us,
the corona virus kept us from physically attending church and go-
ing to confession. If you are burdened with sin and it has been a
while since your last confession, Father Peter is always available
to see you and can make arrangements for social distancing and
facemasks, if desired. Absolution of sins provides great relief and
serves to remind us that God loves us in spite of our weaknesses.
Pogo, our possum forbear, often said that confession is good for
the soul. And so it is. —God bless all, Theo
